"The anniversary of this tragedy should be utilized to reflect upon how we can implement policies that seek
to serve justice, not after such a tragedy has taken place, but in a manner that prevents future tragedies.
Simply applying a 'bad apple' paradigm to evaluating the murder of George Floyd does nothing to eradicate
the systemic problems that led to it in the first place."
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
